REVENUES

LOCAL TAX ENABLING ACT

REAL ESTATE TRANSFER TAX
The Township receives 1/2 of 1% of all real estate sold.

EARNED INCOME TAX (EIT)

The Earned Income Tax is collected for Township residents
at a rate of 1/2 of 1% of their earnings. As of 1/1/2012
Berkheimer will be the tax collector for all of Lehigh County.

LOCAL SERVICES TAX (LST)

Every person working within the Township is assessed $52 for
the benefits from the provisions of local services. Those
earning less than $12,000 are exempt.

LICENSES AND PERMITS

JUNKYARD LICENSES

There are 3 junk yards within the Township that pay
$75 (Smith, Knerr and Horvath are the owners).

ELECTRICAL LICENSES

Any electrician doing business within the Township must have a
Township license issued on an annual basis.

PLUMBING LICENSES
Only certified master plumbers are permitted to do business
within the Township and must have a license issued annually.

PEDDLERS LICENSES
Any for profit agency/person going door to door soliciting goods
pays a one time fee of $25 which covers a three month period.

CABLE TV FRANCHISE FEE
The fee is based on 5% of the gross receipts of cable providers

(Service Electric and RCN) and payments are received quarterly.
