Dear Ms. Colson,

Enclosed you will find our fee schedules for both residential and commercial electrical inspections and
commercial building inspections. All fees for the commercial building inspection services remain
unchanged from last year. In an effort to reduce our costs, we have added some special flat rate pricing
for specific commercial sitnations which include plans examination and inspections. These include Fire
Protection, Commercial Kitchen Hoods and Signs. By setting a specific fee which includes plan review
and inspections, the costs for these items is much less than 1t wounld have been if these fees were
computed using the standard method. In addition, you will find some new flat rate costs which again are
designed to keep the costs down. They include Roof Replacements, Cell Tower Co-locate, Wind Turbine,
Solar Photovoltaic Systems, Temporary Tents and Demolition Permiis.

There are a few adjustments which have been made to the plumbing, mechanical and electrical sub-
codes. The adjustments for the first three trapped plumbing fixtures, the first mechanical unit and the first
25 electrical outlets reflect our minimum inspection visit {(which 1s unchanged from last year). These three
sub-codes will generally require two visits so the cost now includes the two visits. We also have added
some plumbing services. Finally, we adjusted the fee for the 200 amp service and for the first sign in the
electrical fee section.

In a sign of the times, you will also note that we have added the “wind turbine and solar photovoltaic
system” fees. I noticed that you do not have these or “Transformers, Generators, Vaults, Substations,

Etc.” on your fee schedule.

1. DCNR/Lower Macungie Township Camp Olympic Master Site Plan-(50%
Matching Grant $122,000)

The final master plan has been completed and members of the Township staff
and Wildland Conservancy will be going to Harrisburg on Dec. 22" to meet with
DCNR representatives.

2. DCNR/Lower Macungie Township Greenways and Open Space Plan-(50%
Matching Grant $80,000)

The request for proposal (rfp) was advertised and the staff has received over 40
requests for the rfp. The deadline for consultant submittals is January 5,2011. The
Township has accepted Statements of Interest a plan advisory committee and will
make appointments at the Dec 16" BOC meeting.

3. DEP/Lower Macungie Township Energy Efficiency Grant Program
(25 % Matching Grant $207,000)

New boilers at the Public Works Annex and at the Municipal Building will be
completed by the end of this year. (contractor is KC Mechanical) The last two
non-insulated garage doors at the Public Works Annex have been replaced by
Monarch Door Company as part of this grant program (insulated and energy
efficient doors).

4. Lehigh County Tree Revitalization Grant- $15,000

The Township received word in August 2010 that we have been awarded $7500
as part of a matching grant of $15,000 from Lehigh County for tree revitalization

DCNR/Lower Macungie Township Sanitary Sewer Project-(66% State
Money, 34% local match for a total grant of $1.000,000)

The Township, on June 17™, applied for a $1,000,000 grant (Township share
would be $340,000, state would match $660,000) for ongoing sewer infiltration
and inflow work. Grant award is expected by mid January 201 1.

Pennsylvania Community Transportation Initiative Grant-Applying for
$200,000

An application was submitted to PennDot on September 15, 2010 on behalf of
Lower Macungie/Upper Macungie and LANTA. A potential project will be the
Hamilton Blvd corridor study for bus routes, bikeway and pedestrian safety.

Lower Macungie/Lehigk County Conservation District-Joint Partnership
Grant —Growing Greener Application from the offices of DEP

The BOC, at their September 16, 2010, approved the staff to apply for a $450,000
DEP grant (Township would use in-kind services as our part of the grant) for the
retrofitting of a storm water basins at the Hills of Lockridge Subdivision. The
grant application was submitted in October and we are awaiting word from DEP.

Safe Routes to School Grant through PENNDOT ($125,000)

The Township and East Penn School District are applying for a grant for a
pedestrian friendly crosswalk and safety zone for the Willow Lane Elementary
school area. Staff presented the grant request of the Lehigh Valley Transportation
Committeec on November 29, 2010.

Schuylkill Hizhlands DCNR $10.,000

The Township has applied (November 2010) for a $10,000 grant (no match
required) for enhanced planting along the Swabia Creek. Grant awards will be
announced in late Janvary 2011.

Automated Red Light Enforcement Grant $160,000-no local match

The Township has applied (November 29, 2010) for a $160,000 Penn Dot grant
(ARLE) which has not local match necessary. The purpose of this grant is for
transportation enhancement throughout the township and includes traffic signal
emergency preemptive equipment, signal modification, bridge guide

The Township received $7500 from K Hovanivian (the developer of the

Four Seasons residential community) to have a contractor remove the top concrete
pad from the lime kiln and then determine what to do with the kiln. Richard Klase
(the contractor hired to do this work) began work on this project on October 1 "™
and it has been determined that the kiln is not worth saving. The Public Works
Department, in January 2011, will complete the demolition of this kiln and restore
the hillside.

1.ehigh County Composting Operation Closing-

Lehigh County has decided to eliminate the County composting operation,
effective June 30, 201 1. The municipal reps have been reviewing the option of
forming an authority to handle the composing responsibilitics or forming 3 mini-
co ops that would handle the operation of the state mandated composting duties.
DEP attended a Lehigh Valley COG meeting on December 7" to discuss
regulations and requirements as it pertains to the state . Next meeting scheduled
for early Jan 2011.

Municipal/Community Document Shredding

The Township scheduled free document shredding services for the public as well
as for the Township on Dec. 4™ The township was overwhelmed with the

WHEREAS, candidates for public office and their campaign committees are required to
file a campaign finance report or campaign finance statement with the Lehigh County
Board of Elections by the deadlines provided in the Pennsylvania Election Code; and

WHEREAS, these reports are currently filed as paper documents, and may be reviewed
by interested parties by visiting the Lehigh County Office of Voter Registration in person,
or by paying a small fee to obtain a copy of the report; and

WHEREAS, the Lower Macungie Township Board of Commissioneis ("Board"}is
committed to the full transparency and disclosure of campaign finance information; and

WHEREAS, citizens should easily be able to obtain information regarding campaign
finance reports; and

WHEREAS, in the interest of promoting publié access, the Board wishes to utilize
existing technology to make these reports available to the public online at the Township's
website; and

WHEREAS, Public access to such information is impo_rt_ant in building public'trust in the
electoral system; and

WHEREAS, Making campaign finance reports readily available on the Lower Macungie
Township website will enable the public to access campaign-finance information much
easier than having to physically go to the Lehigh County Government Center to view
them; and Vet

NOW, THEREFORE, it.is hereby. resolved that the Lower Macungie Township Board of
Commissioners hereby enacts the following Campaign Finance Transparency Palicy:

Section Oneé: FILING AND POSTING OF CAMPAIGN FINANCE REPORTS

Any candidate for the offices of Township Commissioner, Treasurer, and any other
elected office created hereafter pursuant to the Pennsylvania First Class Township Code,
or treasurer, of a political committee affiliated with such a candidate who is required to
file a report of receipts and expenditures with the Lehigh County Board of Elections
pursuant to the:Pennsylvania Election Code, 25 P.5.83241 et seq., shall file a copy of
their campaign findnce report on or before the due dates according to the Pennsylvania
Department of Staté-campaign finance report filing schedule with the Township Secretary
and receive a receipt for such deposit.

The Township Secretary shall have the campaign reports forwarded to the appropriate
Information and Technology staff or vendor which shall post such reports on the
Township Website. The Campaign Finance Reports shall be posted no later than five (5)
business days after the reporting deadtines mandated by state law and as required by
this ordinance.

Section Two: That this Policy take effect (10) days after final passage.
