items from Previous Meeting(s):

· Minutes were approved as amended (change Susan “Kolstock” to “Hill”) by Ann and Mary seconded the minutes.

Treasurer’s Report:

· Lee is passing the torch to Mary Butz. Mary reported that we have 29 ppl so far paid for the Chix & Waffle Event. Lee handed out a current expense report; we currently have $11,528 total from our checking and MM accounts. Mary and Craig went to PNC on Sunday to have Mary as an additional authorized signer. Kris will need to take her divorce papers and re-sign as an authorized signer. Lee will also need to go and re-sign as the Asst. Treasurer.

Old Business:

· Web Site- We must update with Spring Programs and new veteran bios as soon as we have dates for the Spring programs.
· Veterans Project- Making progress and will add new bios to the web site.
· Local History & Genealogy Center- Books were delivered to the Library on Feb 25th. Ann will write a short story for the East Penn Press to go with the photo taken at today’s opening event. Craig asked if the board would be interested in purchasing an 1862 Berks Co. Atlas from the Kutztown HS at a cost of $25.00. All agreed it definitely is worth the inexpensive cost.
· Leister Farm Status-We received info. that it sounds like Jaidl and the Twp will set up a 99 yr lease on the farming acreage. There is still discussion on what to do with the buildings. Craig mentioned that the Wm. Lichtenwalner farm off of Rt. 100 (now Trexlertown Rd) is under consideration for demolition. Should anyone from the Board wish to visit the site, we have been given the official “OK” to do so; Ann mentioned that the developer is a very nice person. The farm house is in very poor condition and has been subject to vandals. Craig mentioned that the building itself feels sound.  Kris asked if the Twp had facilities to store beams and other architectural features worth saving. (several Twp owned barns would be a good option) Craig said he wasn’t sure if the Twp would foot the bill to have the house disassembled and moved.  
· Four Seasons Side Show- Craig noted that there has been no progress on this.
· Other Old Business- None
· New Business: 
· Spring Programs- Book Signing & Lecture – Hess Brothers- Date is set for April 16th. Ann needs to finalize with Kurt about the time. He would prefer 6PM or 8:30PM; we feel 7PM or 7:30PM would be more suitable. Ann suggested having the Society take Kurt to dinner before hand. All agreed to the expense, should dinner be at the Bear Swamp Diner. Elsie Singmaster Program Dale is waiting to hear back from Susan Hill to set date and time (possibly May). Log House, Spring Planting Tie in with a Lincoln Anniversary event, as suggested by Jeff. Tentatively chose May 9th, 1-4PM. Ideas include: fence painting, plant a tree, something with strawberries. Craig will contact Pat Taylor. Chicken & Waffles Dinner at Wescosville Rec Bldg May 23 at 6PM. Craig suggested that we purchase sturdier plastic wear (he provided two examples that A&L offers) All agreed to the use of the sturdy dinner plates and faux silverwear.  If we purchase ourselves, Craig will check to see if we get a discount from A&L, as their price includes the plastic wear. Craig will check with A&L on table clothes; he’d like to use the style that is paper covered with plastic. Ann asked if we will need to handle set up. Lee noted that for previous events, A&L did not handle the set up. A&L will serve desert via push carts to the tables. Ann strongly encouraged the board that we should have ice cream or “cool whip” for the rhubarb crisp. Dinner will be buffet style. Craig will check on tray options. Craig would like to assemble a Commemorative Booklet; he said Mary Ann at the Library will put it together. We will need to get three bids for printing when the mock up is complete. LMT used “Total Imaging” in Emmaus and they will do short runs. Pat V. used someone out in Trexlertown. Craig will try to get sponsorships from local businesses. Craig will include Norman Hoffman’s articles from past newsletters, poems and his own bio. Criaig is writing an intro and will include the history of the 1st Chix & Waffle Dinner. All agreed the commemorative book would be a great “take home” for everyone. Van Tour no progress. Charles Kiernan storytelling. Charles is available April 22, 23, 29 & 30. Possible theme could be apples and we could tie in a seasonal period food event. We need to wait to set date until after Dale chooses date for Elsie Singmaster event.
· Spring Newsletter- The Twp will include information in their newsletter on a ¼ page if we have info. to them by March 1st. (the Twp has cut the size of their newsletter) Lee suggested to Craig that we still include a historic photo. We could submit a photo with a “name this site/event/person” subheading. The only hold-up is waiting for the confirmation of dates and times of our Spring events.
· Other new business-Lee suggested that we try to “fix” the map hanging upstairs in the Twp building. It is in really poor condition. Craig and Ann noted that the cost of the agency in Philadelphia would be too cost prohibitive.  Could we scan it and store it on a disc? Possibly scan the Lower Macungie portion and blow that up and hang it instead? All “food for thought” for our next meeting. Also, Lee suggested we look into replacing/disguising the roof 2X4’s in the log house. Charles and Craig strongly agreed that would be a good project this year. Charles, Craig and Lee will take a look at the boards to see if they can be removed & replaced piece meal. Lee will check the Twp inventory of “beams” and/or the possibility of initiating the drying process of green wood now. 
· Charles motioned to adjourn the meeting and Ferne seconded the motion.
