Charles made a motion to approve as noted and Ken seconded the approval. All approved.

Craig made a motion to appoint a Budget Committee- Craig, Mary, Lee, Ann and Shannon were nominated. Marilyn and Rosemary nominated each other as co-Auditors. Ann seconded the motion. All approved. Craig will email everyone to schedule a meeting sometime during May. Marilyn and Rosemary will have their Audit completed by May’s monthly meeting.

items from Previous Meeting(s):

· Minutes were approved as amended (change Volte to Voltee, Charles will present on June 3rd instead of 13th, and Lehigh Valley Heritage Society sb. Lehigh County Historical Society) by Ann and Jeff seconded the motion.

Treasurer’s Report:

· Mary reported that we have a total of $13,130.04 (checking and Money market) which includes the payments for the Chix & Waffle Dinner in May. Thus, some of that money will be “going out” to pay for the dinner. Mary has been doing research on CD’s. She found a 10mo @ East Penn bank which had the best rate. She will continue to research and put money market money into the CD(s) and keep $5,000.00 in checking. Jeff suggested lattering the money and Mary suggested dividing up the money into as many as four different CD accounts; that way we will have more flexibility with our funds if we need cash.

Old Business:

· Web Site- All our spring programs have been listed and many of the new Vet bios have been added. Craig will double check about putting the newsletter on the site. Several suggested that we add it a month after we print and deliver to our members. If we decide not to upload our newsletter, Ann suggested that we at least put the local stories of Wescosville and East Texas on the site. We should include photos of our past events; many feel a picture gallery will attract more people to our events. Everyone emphasized the importance of keeping the site up to date in a timely manner. Charles suggested creating a link to Anabella’s so Ann can update events. We should also create a link to current news i.e. the Leister Farm Update. On a side note: Mary suggested that we include page numbers within the newsletter for better organization, should the newsletter “come apart”. 
· Veterans Project- Richard Buss and Craig are working on the older local families.
· Local History & Genealogy Center- currently Elsie Singmaster items are on display. Craig noted that it is very nice. Dale has loaned some items for the display.
· Leister Farm Status- Ann talked with Deana today and the Twp. has authorized work to go ahead. They will be hiring out the work and will keep us informed; they are very supportive. Their next report will be next month. They are progressing with the lease agreement, as noted by Ken.
· Four Seasons Slide Show- Craig noted that there has been no progress on this.
· Book Signing & Lecture – Hess Brothers- April 16th, 6PM at the MI- well attended- they sold books and provided lots of additional history that is not included in the book.
·  Other Old Business- None 
· New Business: 
· Spring Programs-. Elsie Singmaster Program May 15th- one at Community Center room B at 2PM and another at 7PM at the MI. We will need for volunteers to bring refreshments to the 7PM lecture. Chicken & Waffles Dinner at Wescosville Rec Bldg May 23 at 6PM. We decided that we will have ice cream, instead of whipped cream, with the rhubarb crisp- Craig will look into having the caterer bring the ice cream and what the cost would be. We will have Vets’ bios on display. Commemorative Booklet- nearly ready for printer- Craig passed around a draft copy for review; the cost will be covered by business ads; the cost of the booklet is free to attendees and extra’s can be purchased for $2.00; we will print 250 copies. Ann will put together a one page program to be handed out at the dinner. Mary Ann Tettemer is in charge of Exhibits- she may need help with exhibits and setting up tables, etc. Mary Butz has items to contribute to the display. Charles will help with the Log House tour and possibly Darcy, too. Charles Kiernan storytelling. June 3rd; at 7PM at the MI- Dale will bring coffee and drinks, Craig will bring his usual brownies.
· Log House, June Frolic June 13th 1-4PM. Pat Taylor discussed her planned events: do spinning, bring a table loom; make homemade strawberry jam with kids; make soft cheese. Kris will double check to see if she has two Ice Cream makers. Craig suggested that we pick strawberries at Schmidt’s in New Tripoli the day or two before the event- we will need volunteers for the picking. Jeff said he would bring hanging strawberry baskets and the kids at the event could pick their own strawberries. Craig asked if anyone could make shortbread. Kris will ask her dad to make shortbread – cookie/biscuit style. Ferne will have the Girl Scouts make labels for the garden plantings. Jeff will have wood working activities and Darcy will have games. Craig authorized Pat to purchase ticking for the twin bed; Jeff has bails of straw to donate; Craig will give Pat the dimensions; and Ann has a feather pillow to donate; does anyone have bedding to donate? Pat will make the ticking the week before.  Craig asked Kris if she would be interested in having a candle making session; Kris noted that the process she is familiar with is the mold style as opposed to dipping; this will entail a hot plate and double boiler and may be dangerous for the kids to participate. Craig will look into contacting Ed Land, a blacksmith. Ken and Chuck noted the importance of advertising and how we can reach a wide range of the public. Advertising will be done in the East Penn Press; there is a flyer in the newsletter and flyers will be displayed in the LMT Library and Twp. Building.

· Ann motioned to adjourn the meeting and Mary seconded the motion.
