Planning Workshop Minutes, April 18th 2010



Called to Order at 1:00 at Church Lane Park.

BOARD ATTENDEES  
Corey Bruno, Tom Deily, Liza Gantert, Julie McDonell, Marti Schwartz, Dennis Timmer
CHURCH LANE PARK
Park Entry & Signage
· Board agreed that a welcome sign would identify the park and increase usage
· Suggestion that the sign be two-sided to allow better visibility along the road
· Lack of ‘park entry ahead’ signs makes the park hard to find; Mr. Deily did not think the addition of road-side signs would be a problem on LMT roads

· The type and desired longevity of signs were discussed – Ms. Gantert described a 5-10 year lifespan for wood signs, and several members expressed that a longer-lasting masonry monument may be a good value

· Park rules sign may not be current ordinance (currently cites LMT #1992-5)
Other Issues
· Garbage

· Eight trash receptacles exist in Church Lane Park, plus one dumpster

· Two receptacles had ‘Pack in/pack out’ signs on them

· Board not clear about who picks up the waste
· Chain basketball nets would be nicer than the mostly-destroyed nylon

· Parking lots stripes would increase the number of cars that fit in the lots

· Bike racks should be put on concrete pads as close as possible to the park access
· More entrance openings in the guardrail would improve access

ANCIENT OAKS WEST
Park Entry & Signage
· No parking, no signs on the south side entrance
· Not at all clear to residents that this is a public open space

· Ms. McDonell recalled that there had been a nature trail within the park at one time, with plans for interpretive signage

· One trash receptacle was placed here

CREAMERY COMMUNITY PARK
Park Entry & Signage
· Park has a monument style welcome sign, which led board to discuss criteria for keeping existing signs where desirable
· Park rules sign located near entry, several hundred yards from all activities

· No signage to direct people to different fields or the corresponding parking

Parking & Other Issues
· Parking may be inadequate, especially during transition times between games

· The walking/jogging path has been repaired but the gravel still has major ruts due to run-off; Mr. Timmer suggested paving this path

· Exercise station appears under-used.  Mr. Timmer wondered about moving it to the Community Center to be used in conjunction with the forthcoming path there.
