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Keeping Fish off Drugs

Doctors, pharmacists, and, until recently, even the federal government long advised patients to flush unused pharmaceuticals down
the toilet. Then trace amounts of drugs began showing up in the nation’s streams, rivers and lakes. Now, there is increasing concern
that these pharmaceuticals and personal care products are causing gender alterations in aquatic species. In fact, National and
International studies have witnessed male fish, frogs and other species with female organs and even eggs!

The White House Office of National Drug Control Policy is now urging consumers to seek out “ drug take-back programs” instead of
flushing their pills down the toilet. And for those cities lacking take-back options, the federal government recommends mixing the
drugs with an “undesirable substance” like coffee grounds or kitty litter, entombing them in sealed containers, and throwing them in
the trash.

When used correctly, pharmaceuticals play an important role in treating certain conditions and diseases, but unused portions of these
medicines must be disposed of properly to avoid harm to wildlife, pets, and even people.

The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, the American Pharmacists Association, and the Pharmaceutical Research

and Manufacturers of America have created the SMARXT DISPOSAL campaign to educate consumers

about how to dispose of medicines in a safe and environmentally protective manner.

PARKS & RECREATION INFORMATION

Putting 'Natural' back in Parks!

As part of an ongoing effort to make our parks more sustainable, you might notice:

Natural Plantings. LMT will focus on plants which are native to LMT and will grow well
here without becoming invasive. Watch this space for details on natural
plantings that would work well in your back yard, too.

Riparian Buffers. Trees, bushes, and grasses are allowed to grow along streams to help
strengthen the riverbanks and increase water quality.

Unmowed Meadows. Believe it or not, a regularly mowed field isn't very green, so some
meadows in the Township will be allowed to grow into taller, more
diverse habitats, inviting birds, insects and small animals.

Energy Grant

In the Fall of 2009, Lower Macungie Township was awarded
a $183,000 grant from the PA Conservation Works! Program,
managed by PA Dept of Environmental Protection and
funded by the ARRA funds. The grant focused on energy
efficiency projects that would have a significant impact on
energy consumption, protect the environment, create local
jobs and energize the economy. It was awarded to
municipalities that could show specific projects that, if
implemented, could save 25% or better in its total energy
costs. The five programs the Township planned to initiate
included replacement of the Annex building garage heaters
and the boilers in both the Municipal and Annex buildings,
upgrade of current lights to energy efficient CFLs and LEDs,

and lastly, weatherization and insulation improvement in the
Municipal building. To date, the overall project is
approximately 90% complete and will be done prior to the
onset of the Fall and the projected energy savings in
electricity, natural gas and oil for the Township, resulting from
these projects is $39,000 per year. The projects all utilized
local contractors and included two new Lower Macungie
companies, Sitka Enterprises (lighting) and PlanBEnergy
(grant planning). LMT encourages all of it's residents and
local businesses to look into options that will decrease their
energy usage. We look forward to giving you ongoing
updates and working to lower our costs of operation in all
areas of the Township.

Hunting in Lower Macungie Township ¢ Ordinance 2010-11

The Board of Commissioners has passed the following ordinance regarding hunting on property owned by Lower Macungie Township.
This new ordinance is designed to balance the legal rights of sportspersons with the safety of persons and property within the Township.
The following regulations apply to hunting in Lower Macungie Township:

e Limited and restricted hunting is allowed on Lower Macungie Township owned property in
accordance with Pennsylvania State Game Laws, Regulations, and season dates;

e Hunting in Township parks and recreation areas is prohibited;
¢ Hunting with firearms on Lower Macungie Township property is prohibited,

e Archery hunting is allowed on Lower Macungie Township property in
accordance with Pennsylvania State Game Laws, Regulations, and
season dates;

¢ Lower Macungie Township reserves the right to work with the
Pennsylvania State Game Commission to conduct controlled hunts on
Township property to control wildlife populations.

Residents may view the adopted ordinance by visiting the Township Office
or on www.lowermac.com (Public Notices tab).

Township residents are urged to report incidents of illegal hunting or perceived dangerous hunting practices to
both the PA State Police and the PA State Game Commission (610-926-3136). Residents may also contact the
Township Code Enforcement Officer with complaints regarding hunting violations. Complete hunting regulations
may be viewed on the Game Commission’s website (www.pgc.state.pa.us).
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
